Emphasis Area: Reducing alcohol-related collisions  

Strategy Name and Number: Strategy 15.1 D3: Monitor All Convicted DWI Offenders Closely
Agency and Jurisdiction: Kootenai County, Idaho
Problem(s) Identified:  
Kootenai County, located in the panhandle region of north Idaho, has the highest recidivism rate and highest number of alcohol-related driving fatalities in the state. Problems during sanctioning of DWI cases include plea-bargaining, dismissed cases due to court delays, and over-crowded jails.
Goals and Objectives Established:
Kootenai County’s “Fast Track” DUI Court strives to reduce recidivism among high BAC and repeat offenders through a combination of intensive supervision and alcohol treatment. The ultimate goal of the program is to reduce alcohol-related crashes and fatalities.
Description of Strategy Implemented:

To participate in the “Fast Track” DUI Court, offenders must submit a guilty plea and waive their right to a trial and sentence reductions. The program requires abstinence, and participants must undergo mandatory random drug and alcohol screening. Drivers license suspension, jail time, and ignition interlocks are major components of the program. In addition, substance abuse evaluation and treatment are required of offenders. The “Fast Track” DUI Court involves a direct, ongoing relationship between the judge and the offender.
Summary of Implementation Effort (Lessons Learned):

Summary of Results:   
Initial evaluations of the “Fast Track” DUI Court are encouraging. During its first two years, there were no repeat offenses by participants or graduates of the program. Those who successfully completed the program received reduced sentences. Six offenders were terminated for failing to satisfy the requirements of the program. Each of these offenders was sentenced to the maximum penalty.
